III. NATIONAL POLICY 

Article 3 

1. Each Member shall promote a safe and healthy working environment by 

formulating a national policy. 

2. Each Member shall promote and advance, at all relevant levels, the right of 

workers to a safe and healthy working environment. 

3. In formulating its national policy, each Member, in light of national conditions 

and practice and in consultation with the most representative organizations of 

employers and workers, shall promote basic principles such as assessing 

occupational risks or hazards; combating occupational risks or hazards at 

source; and developing a national preventative safety and health culture that 

includes information, consultation and training.

IV. NATIONAL SYSTEM 

Article 4 

1. Each Member shall establish, maintain, progressively develop 

and periodically review a national system for occupational 

safety and health, in consultation with the most representative 

organizations of employers and workers.
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3. The national system for occupational safety and health shall 

include, where appropriate:

(a) a national tripartite advisory body, or bodies, addressing 

occupational safety and health issues;

(b) information and advisory services on occupational safety 

and health;

(c) the provision of occupational safety and health training;
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The role of CIS:

Support the ILO's action plan in knowledge 

management and international collaboration by:

Åcompiling databases and providing access to 

them for all Internet users;

Åcreating and disseminating publications 

(including the ILO Encyclopaedia and related 

products);

Åmaintaining the international network 

of national and international OSH 

institutions

Support SafeWork by maintaining its computer 

infrastructure, its Web Site and its documentation

CIS products ïOverview of 

the Proposal

1. Scientific (incl. medical) & technical information: CISDOC; CISDOC-

TEXT; ILO Codes of Practice; The ILO Encyclopaedia of OHS.

2. Training Information: Collections of training manuals, brochures; 

collections of links to audiovisual and electronic training material on 

the Internet.

3. Highly-structured (ñdatasheet-typeò) information:chemical safety 

cards (IPCS); datasheets on the hazards of specific occupations

4. Directory-type information: OSH Institutions (incl. CIS Centres); 

educational programmes offering OSH qualifications; conferences; 

chemical exposure limits on the web; OSH statistics on the web; 

OSH laws and regulations on the web.

5. Worldwide survey information: Statistical data on occupational 

accidents and diseases; Statistical data on the financial / economic 

aspects of OSH (incl. compensation data).

6. Linguistic and terminological information: The CIS Thesaurus; The 

CIS Glossary.
